All recommendations are based on published consensus guidelines
and do not favor any treatment based solely on cost considerations. The care recommendations are suggested as
guides for making clinical decisions. Clinicians and their patients must work together to develop individual
treatment plans that are tailored to the specific needs and circumstances of each patient.
